advanced measures:  Advanced Placement exam scores of 3 or higher, dual credit courses with a grade of 3.0 of higher, a 
PSAT score that qualifies the student for certain special recognitions, or at most two original research projects judged by a 
panel of professionals, or directed by a mentor and reported to an appropriate audience.
