O Seniors may purchase tickets for themselves ($15.00) and for guests ($75.00) and all tickets to Project
Graduation must be purchased in advance; no admission tickets will be sold at the door. AISD personnel
may deny admission to any guest determined to be inappropriate for the event.

O No one will be permitted to enter if they are under the influence of drugs or alcohol, or if they are in possession of
drugs, alcohol, or tobacco products. Further, seniors and guests will behave in a manner appropriate for a school
event. If a senior or guest arrives “under the influence” or behaves inappropriately, as determined solely by AISD
personnel or Project Graduation volunteers, the parents/guardians will be called to pick up the senior or guest
immediately. If the parents/guardians are not available or if it is determined to be appropriate, in the sole
discretion of AISD personnel or Project Graduation volunteers, the proper authorities will be called.

[0 Seniors and guests will be admitted to East Communities YMCA on Graduation Night, June 5, 2009. Doors
open at 11:00 PM, June 5th. All seniors and guests must be checked in by 12:00 Midnight. After seniors
and guests check in, they will stay until the eventis over at 6:00 AM on Saturday, June 6th, unless a parent, with
proper identification, comes to pick them up.

[0 All bags must be checked in at the check-in area upon entering the building. Bags may be subject to search. We

encourage seniors and guests to bring only their picture 1.D.s and tickets. AISD, its personnel, volunteers and

East Communities YMCA are not responsible for lost or stolen items.

Seniors and guests may not bring food or drinks into the East Communities YMCA.

Bring or wear comfortable clothes: socks, athletic shoes, shorts, t-shirts.

Swimming in the pool at Eastside Communities YMCA will be allowed from 11:00 pm until 3:00 am and lifeguards

will be on duty at all times. Appropriate swimwear is required and seniors and guests must bring their own towels.

Girls must wear one-piece swimsuits with full bottom. No two-piece suits will be allowed.
